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ABSTRACT

The paper work talks about the great negative impact of the pandemic on Georgian business. If in the period
2013-2019, before the pandemic, business in Georgia was developing significantly, in 2020, after the pandemic,
it began to fall. This was especially the case in small businesses, where turnover (98.9%), output (99%), financial
performance (99%) and employment (85.4%) decreased compared to 2019. Due to anti-pandemic restrictions,
49,446 jobs were lost in small businesses, with the same number of people joining the already large army of
unemployed for an indefinite period.

In such a situation, the unemployed need protection. The author of the article shares the opinion of other
scientists that it is time to introduce unemployment insurance in Georgia. He also supports the opinion of other
Georgian scientists (V. Papava, V. Charaia, L. Sachaleli and others) that the atypical crisis caused by the pandemic
needs special study, that it is time for a new understanding of economic policy, adaptation to a new, pandemic
reality.
